You will need to supply  
4 alkaline AA batteries.   

Ensure the battery  
cover is locked.

Note:  Do not use lithium

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Determine the best location for the 
Control Unit.  The Control Unit will 
need to be plugged in at all times. 

It needs to be located as close as 
possible to your WifF router as well as 
within 100 feet of the Valve Unit.

If not, switch your WiFi 
network in the smart 
device  settings.

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Attach the Valve Unit to an outside faucet.  Firmly 
tighten the coupling nut.  Do not overtighten.

Turn the faucet on and leave it 
on while the timer is in place. 

Attach a hose to each outlet you 
want to use. You can then attach 
sprinklers, soaker hoses or drip 
style watering systems.
